(And, unlike her, he hasn’t signed up for overtime.) But this is a film about father love, not mother love, and Linda soon leaves the picture in a cloud of cigarette smoke and a storm of tears’
 Chris Gardner a man with little work history and next to no education rises above the struggles he had to endure. Chris perseveres through many struggles in this movie. With life throwing curve balls one after another he faces the challenges. Struggling to barley keep his on integrity he navigates not only through the city of San Francisco with no car, Chris also navigates through having no money, as well as being homeless with his little boy. Chris finds his path to the pursuit for happiness. Keeping his eye on the prize Chris advocates and hustles to get him self a chance for an apprenticed in a huge Stock Firm. 

In the film, there are a lot of scenes with groups and individuals dealing with homelessness and mental illness.
